August 14: Sierra Leone Foundation for a New
Democracy (SLEND)

Having suffered ten years of civil war, Sierra Leoneans are
hungry to restore their deliberative decision-making traditions
that allow them to identify critical problems and develop
concrete solutions. SLEND'’s first project is an early childhood
center in rural Sierra Leone. This is a drop-off center with
educational, health, and nutritional programs for children
ages one through five. Unity’s collection will support the
purchase of solar electricity and an irrigation system for the
childhood center. Unity Church members Sally and Mark
Foster are supporters of SLEND.

August 21: MORE

MORE (McDonough Organization with Respect and Equality
for People) has been helping new Americans in St. Paul to
provide for themselves and their families for almost thirty
years. MORE currently has three major program areas:
teaching English, refugee and immigrant mental health
services, and social services that include advocacy/case
management as well as providing donated food, clothing and
household items. Currently, almost seventy percent of people
being served are Karen refugees. About 8,000 Karen refugees
are living in the St. Paul area. Unity Church member Cathy
Rucci is the Executive Director of MORE.

Covenant

On a recent June evening, the Board of Trustees of our predominantly white
congregation broke bread with the leadership of Above Every Name (AEN), the
predominantly black Christian congregation that has been worshiping in our sanctuary
on Sunday afternoons. We shared a potluck dinner; so over chicken, pasta, salad, and
dessert, we deepened our connection to and understanding of each other.

The potluck dinner followed the Board’s entering into a covenant with the AEN
leadership — part of our on-going effort to define our relationship. The Board
approved the covenant at its May 2016 meeting. Please read through the covenant,
which is reprinted at right. Among other things, we committed to “simply being
together’— hence, the potluck dinner! We also promised to work together for
the growth of both congregations, honor and respect each other, and enter into a
relationship of mutual transformation, growth, and learning.

The covenant arose out of years of relationship building between our Executive
Team and the ministers of AEN — Revs. Danny Givens and Marea Perry, as well
as the two-year ministerial residency of Rev. Givens here at Unity Church (that
residency concludes this summer). In April 2016, after two years of sharing our
worship space, the Board initiated a covenant conversation with AEN facilitated
by Rev. Jen Crow. Among those who attended the covenant conversation were
members of our Anti-Racism Leadership Team.

One of our congregational goals is to live out our commitment toward racial
reconciliation and dismantling racism. In addition to our relationship-building with
AEN, the Board is working with ARLT to examine its future role in helping our
congregation toward that goal, and as part of that work, the Board is examining
our church governance policies to ensure that they align with our commitment to
intercultural understanding and racial justice.

The policy and governance work is important, but in these difficult times, when we
would be further riven by the tragic deaths of Philando Castile and the Dallas police
officers, it is the steady relationship building that gives me solace and hope.

Prior Crossing: Housing for Homeless Youth
An Operation of Beacon Interfaith Housing Collaborative
From Unity's Affordable Housing Outreach Ministry Team

Exciting update! Prior Crossing, a new B¢
housing facility for homeless youth
(located at 1949 University Avenue in
St. Paul) is opening for it’s first residents 4
on September 2! Thanks to the many §
members and friends of Unity Church
who helped secure the funding to
build Prior Crossing. If this is the first
you're learning of this tremendously
important project, here is a bit of an
introduction to Prior Crossing:

Who will Prior Crossing serve? Homeless youth ages 17 — 22 are eligible to apply.
There are 44 apartments, each for one person. Thirty four of the units are housing
choice voucher approved, meaning the units are eligible for rent subsidies. The
other ten units are group residential housing for disabled individuals.

What services will be offered? Prior Crossing has a fitness center, a computer lab,
and a vegetable garden. There will be services to assist residents with education, job
training, job application, survival skills, and other personal issues.

What kind of community support will be offered? Four churches have stepped up
so far to be key suppliers of volunteers: Unity Church, House of Hope, Temple of
Aaron, and Lumen Christi. Some volunteer opportunities will be one-time activities,
others will require an on-going commitment.

Call for volunteers!

1. Volunteers will be needed at the end of August (exact date yet to be
determined) to unload furniture from delivery trucks and move it into the
apartments. Some of the furniture will also need to be assembled. This will
take place once, so no long-term commitment is needed.

2. Help fill the supply closet. Donations of bedding, cleaning supplies, toiletries,
kitchen tools, dishes, and cash to purchase these items will be gratefully
accepted. Volunteers will be needed to help with the collection and delivery
of donated items. If you are interested in taking a lead on coordinating
donations, please be in touch!

3. Serve as a “Saturday Greeter.” These individuals will commit to spending
one Saturday each month at Prior Crossing. Shifts are three to four hours and
responsibilities include greeting residents and visitors and answering the
phone. Sunday Greeters will get to know the residents and interact during
planned activities in the lounge area. Unity Church would like to provide
four to six volunteers for this service. These volunteers would apply, agree to
a background check, and receive training.

4. Serve as a volunteer coordinator for Unity's volunteers at Prior Crossing. This
person (or persons) would find and coordinate volunteers and serve as the
contact for Beacon and the staff at Prior Crossing.

5. Watch for additional opportunities! As Prior Crossing gets rolling there will be
many other ways to get connected to the organization and the residents.

Now is your chance to commit to serving the youth in our community and helping the
young people at Prior Crossing make a better life for themselves. For more information
contact Rev. Lisa Friedman at lisa@unityunitarian.org or 651-228-1456 x107.

in Memory of Philando Castile

It's the day before the funeral. The deadline for commUNITY
looms and I'm struggling with what is in my heart vs. what
to write about the Library & Bookstall Team. Avoiding the
task altogether, | opened Facebook to find that 135W was shut
down by protesters, a rally is planned for tomorrow, and a
friend posted a link to "What Writers of Color Say We Should
Read Now," (Strib, July 13, 2016). Laurie Hertzell writes:

How does one culture understand another culture?
How can one culture understand another culture?

Books are one way.

In the wake of the recent shooting death in Falcon
Heights of Philando Castile, Twin Cities writers,
artists and teachers of color have suggestions for
books that might help bridge that gap.

Does this seem trivial? Books are not the only way and not
even the primary way to understand, but writers say they can
show us “how to be human together,” and how to connect
“this struggle to the larger history in the United States,” among
other life-shifting ideas.

Here are a few of the new books that writers of color say we
should read now that you can find in the Anderson Library
and/or the Bookstall:

A Good Time for the Truth: Race in Minnesota edited by Sun
Yung Shin, MN Historical Society Press, 2016. Susan Power
says, “Each voice helps us step inside a different perspective,
exploding assumptions and stereotypes with each page. To heal
differences, we have to admit they exist, then we have to listen.”

Resisting Arrest: Poems to Stretch the Sky edited by Tony
Medina, Jacar Press, 2016. Bao Phi writes, "The great poet
Nikky Finney once remarked that one of her goals as a
poet was to create beauty out of the ugly. The poems in the
anthology... certainly accomplish that. This collection of
work by a multigenerational, multiracial ensemble of poets
addresses police violence against people of color, and is
essential reading in these unbearable times.”

Revolutionary Mothering: Love on the Front Lines edited by
Alexis Pauline Gumbs, et al, PM Press, 2016. Sha Cage says
that this book is “a movement-shifting anthology committed
to birthing new worlds, full of faith and hope for what we can
raise up together.”

One other thing: Nikki Giovanni says, “You must be
unintimidated by your own thoughts.” To share your
thoughts in writing or art is to join the conversation.
